CREATING PATTERNS

1. Make 1 copy of pattern #1 and 2 copies of pattern
#2.Tape pieces together, flipping one piece #2

as shown.

2.To make the circle pattern, fold one piece of paper
in half and in half again. Tie a pencil to a piece of
string. Tack the end of the string to the corner fold
and draw 13%:" quarter circle around the outer edge
of the paper.

CORDING INSTRUCTIONS
Use a 2" seam allowance for all sewing unless
otherwise noted. RST = right sides together

1. Fold the Fabric E yardage diagonally from point
to point to make a triangle, fold again to make a
smaller triangle. Pin layers together to secure for
steps 2 and 3.

2. Starting at the side and bottom fold, mark the
whole piece into (8) 3" strips.

5. Stitch the handle to the right side of opposite
raw edges of the gusset to make the loop.
Note: This handle is larger than the width of
the gusset.
